On December 10, 2016, the agency received a report regarding a 3-month-old infant pronounced deceased in her home. Law
enforcement was contacted and initiated a criminal investigation into the infant's unexplained death. The Medical Examiner's
Office report noted no signs of maltreatment or trauma to the infant; toxicology results are still pending. The official cause of the
infant's death was undetermined by the Medical Examiner's Office. No criminal charges have been filed in this case and the case
was closed.
