On October 12, 2018, the agency received a report regarding a 5-month-old infant with multiple injuries. Medical personnel
determined the injuries were non-accidental in nature. Law enforcement was contacted and initiated a criminal investigation. No
criminal charges have been filed in this case, and the investigation remains open.
