If this training was taken prior to September 1, 2001, a provider shall document successful

completion of SIDS training.

Introduction to the Child Care Profession and Fundamentals of Infant and Toddler Care taken after July 1, 2005, meet the training requirement for Shaken Baby
Syndrome (SBS)/Abusive Head Trauma (AHT) prevention training. If these courses were taken prior to July 1, 2005, a provider shall document successful

completion of SBS/AHT training.
