• Subject to regular inspections
• Require ongoing monitoring
Professionalism
• Commitment to safe, nurturing, and developmentally

appropriate care
• Provide age-appropriate activities and learning

opportunities
Parent Involvement 
• Ensures care and education align with family goals

and values
• Regular communication about the child’s progress,

concerns, or issues
