• No more course approvals with a checklist. 

• New trainer approval process and requirements. 

• Trainings will be supported in multiple formats, giving  
you more flexibility to choose what works best for your 
participants. 

• Ongoing revision and updates will be led by your voices 
and experiences. 

• In-progress coursework must be completed by  
July 31, 2024.
