Trial Job (TIB)....cvieiiiiiieeeeiianane, A W-2 subsidized employment position that provides work experience and training which may become
permanent, unsubsidized employment. Paid directly to the employer.

Case Mgmt- Caretaker of Newborn (' A custodial parent of a child who is 12 weeks old or less and who meets the financial and non-financial
eligibility requirements for W-2 employment positions.
