�The Signatures/Name - Worker field pre-fills from the database based on the worker who created the page and is not editable on the template. The worker’s name can be updated by a supervisor in the First Name/MI/Last Name Field on the Basic tab of the Person Management window.


�The Signatures/Name - Supervisor field pre-fills from the database based on the supervisor name documented in the Supervisor Name field on the Maintain Worker Information window for the worker who created the document and is not editable on the template. This data can be updated in the First Name/MI/Last Name field on the Basic tab of the Person Management window if the name is misspelled. An incorrect supervisor selection can be updated in the Supervisor Name field on the Maintain Worker Information window for the worker who created the page.
