Description of the incident, including the suspected cause of death, injury or egregious abuse or neglect:

On 7/27/12, the agency received a report regarding the death of an 8-year-old child. The child and his 10-year-old cousin were
playing with a gun in a shed/shop that the family uses for a recreation room. The child’s 11-year-old brother came into the
shop and took the gun away from the boys. The 11-year-old initially reported that he unloaded the gun and put it away. The 8-
year-old and 10-year-old got the gun back and reloaded it. The 8-year-old child was shot in the head and was killed. Law
enforcement responded to the home to investigate the child’s death. The investigation determined that the 11-year-old brother
fired the gunshot that killed the child. The 11-year-old told law enforcement that he believed the gun’s safety was on when he
pulled the trigger and did not intend to shoot his brother. The District Attorney chose not to file charges in this matter.

Findings by agency, including maltreatment determination and material circumstances leading to incident:

The agency screened in and collaborated with law enforcement to assess the allegation of neglect to the child. The agency
unsubstantiated neglect by the child’s mother and substantiated neglect by the mother’s boyfriend. The agency determined that
the mother’s boyfriend owned the gun and was aware it was in the shop, along with the ammunition. The mother’s boyfriend
told the children not to touch the gun; however, did not take any steps to secure the gun or ammunition despite the presence of a
gun cabinet available inside the home. The mother was aware that her boyfriend had guns locked in the gun cabinet inside the
home, but was not aware of the gun kept in the shop. The mother and her children had moved into the home less than a month
prior to the child’s death. The mother directed her boyfriend to remove all firearms from the home after the child’s death. The
remaining children were determined safe in the home.
