Description:
	This is a limited term, one-time grant opportunity. DCF received the YM Grant from the Office of Refugee Resettlement as a set-aside of RSS to fund services through September 30, 2019. In calendar year 2019, DCF will contract through a discretionary application process with local schools, districts, and community based organizations to provide relevant activities and services that accomplish the goals of the YM Grant. The goals of the YM Grant are to promote integration, foster positive civic and social engagement, and support individual educational and vocational advancement. To accomplish these goals, the grant will fund services connecting refugee youth ages 15 to 24 to supportive members of the community. These mentors will support refugee youth as they adjust to their communities, and work with them to identify and work towards educational and/or vocational goals.

	Refugee Youth Mentoring Grant
Project Requirements:

	1) Applicant should be located within close proximity to where refugees or other eligible populations reside and must have access to serve those populations.
2) Applicant must have the capacity to provide direct services to refugees and other eligible populations. Required services of the YM Grant include:
a. Perform an initial assessment of the needs and goals of the youth and develop a plan to meet those needs through educational, vocational, and social activities;
b. Provide case management including documentation of the services received by each youth and their progress toward meeting their needs and goals;
c. Recruit and train mentors on how to support refugee youth; and
d. Screen potential mentors for history of criminal activity and/or child abuse.
3) Applicant may provide any or all of the allowable services of the YM Grant. Allowable services include, but are not limited to:
a. Provide support in the development of social and life skills;
b. Assist refugee youth to learn American culture while maintaining and celebrating the youth’s cultural heritage;
c. Provide opportunities for social engagement with peers;
d. Provide information or referral for opportunities to participate in civic and community services activities;
e. Provide tutoring or other academic supports in the areas of English language, math, or other social, educational, or vocational skills;
f. Assist with transitions in school, such as the transition between middle and high school, or high school to post-secondary education;
g. Support career development through vocational skill building, resume drafting, training on workers’ rights, or other career-focused trainings;
h. Provide opportunities that support development in health and financial literacy; and
i. Provide incentives for participation, such as paying registration fees or tuition costs for educational and vocational development activities, including internships or apprenticeships; or provision of school supplies or related materials that support successful achievement in school or a career.
4) Applicant should be able to provide effective, equitable, understandable, and respectful quality services responsive to diverse educational, vocational, and social needs.
5) Applicant must be able to verify the eligibility of all refugees served via use of grant funds and must have an organized system to document all activities and services provided via use of grant funds.
